The
minimum licence is an RS Clubmans. A Motor Sport UK permit has been applied for and the number will
be advised in the final instructions.

The event is open to members of the Wigton Motor Club and invited clubs: Spadeadam MC, West Cumbria
MSC, Kirkby Lonsdale MC & Hexham MC

Entries may be accepted from drivers of 14 and over at the date of the event, or 17 and over without a RTA
Licence, but they may only drive a saloon car that can be fitted with 4 seats up to 1800cc (engine capacity
unlimited for cars fitted with dual controls) with no form of forced induction AND the passenger must hold
a full RTA licence and be a person experienced in autotesting.

If the driver holds a valid, non-provisional RTA licence, the passenger must be 14 years and over.

At least three tests will be run three times with all times being taken for the final total
