‘Classic Galloway Gallop’ - 26th/27th April 2008 

Welcome to the first running of a two-day touring event for pre 1980 cars aimed at Classic Car owners who enjoy driving their cars in the company of like-minded enthusiasts. The start and finish will be located just north of Carlisle and the two days will consist of up to 180 miles of interesting roads each day with regular breaks for morning coffee, lunch and afternoon tea.

Crews will overnight at Ayr where there will be a group dinner for everyone to include prize presentations. Accommodation is on a self-book basis at entrant’s own cost and a list of available establishments is enclosed.   

The route will be provided in a simple tulip road book format, which will be sent to entrants one week in advance of the start. 

Entries will be limited to a maximum of thirty cars and open on publication of this information. When the first 10 entries have been received in each class any further entries in that class will be held on a reserve basis until 10th April. If at that point 10 entries have not been received in each class then the additional reserve entries will be accepted up the event maximum of 30 crews. Cars outwith the above classification may be accepted at the organiser’s discretion.

The entry fee is £140 per car for a crew of two and includes morning coffee and biscuits each morning, light lunch each day and tea and biscuits each afternoon. Also included in the entry fee is the cost of dinner for two on Saturday evening, road books, rally plates, and finisher’s awards. Additional crew members may be accepted at a cost of £50 per person.

The Gallop is run under a Certificate of Exemption from the MSA, by the Wigton Motor Club.

Entries will be accepted from January 20th 2008.

Reserve entry list closes on April 10th 2008.

Final entries close on April 15th 2008.

Entry fee is £140 per car with a crew of two for Wigton Motor Club members or £150 for non-club members. Additional crew members may be accepted at £50 each.

Entries to be made on the official entry form and accompanied by the full entry fee. Any entry withdrawn before April 10th will be refunded in full less an administration fee of £10. No refunds will be made after this date.

Overnight Saturday 26th April

Ayr will be the overnight location where accommodation will be on a self-book basis. A list of establishments from the Ayr tourist board brochure is attached.

Responsibility for reservations and cost of accommodation rests entirely with individual entrants.

A group dinner for all entrants will be held at the Abbotsford Hotel, 14, Corsehill Road, Ayr, KA7 2ST tel. 01292 261506 at 7.30 for 8.00pm. The cost of the meal will be included in the entry fee. The cost of wines and other drinks is not included.

All above awards will be scored by entrants in class 1 for class 1 awards and so on and by all entrants for ‘Dress’ and ‘Spirit’ awards.

There will be a ‘Gallop’ Quiz with awards for best score and also a Wooden Spoon award.

All marking and the quiz are to be completed on the Saturday (and car condition marking is suggested before the start) and should be handed in at the completion of the Saturday leg.

Finishers Awards will be available for each crew at the final control on Sunday afternoon.

Route

The route will be defined entirely by tulip diagrams and intermediate and total mileages from the route recce by the organiser. As there is often a discrepancy with mileage recorders on older cars the road book will be sent out to entrants a week before the event. You may wish to transfer the route to a map and a recommended publication is the Phillips Navigator Britain. This has a 1.5 miles to the inch scale and is available for about a tenner on the Internet or about £20 in a high street bookshop. Final instructions will be sent out with the Road Book one week before the event. Anyone with route queries is invited to contact the organiser after receipt of the road book and prior to the event.   

General Points

There is no timing on the event but there will be indicative times for schedule guidance at rest halts.

It is estimated that those parts of the route on A, B and better minor roads will be easily covered at an average of 30 mph with more interesting minor roads at a lower average.

The purpose of the event is driving enjoyment on quieter traffic free roads but older cars should not be disadvantaged or left gasping for breath.

We have not made any provision for a sweeper car, as we believe that entrants will help each other if necessary.

Cars will be started at one-minute intervals and in the interests of good relations with other road users please avoid a build up of long convoys of entrants’ cars.

If you are aware of a friend who is entering and you would like to run in sequence with them please let us know on the entry form.
